1. CALL TO ORDER 

· The meeting was called to order by Kirke MacMillan at 7:00pm.

2. PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES – April 18, 2006

· The previous meeting minutes were amended with a grammatical correction to item 3.

· Action items from the previous meeting were reviewed (see President’s report)

· The minutes were accepted.

3. PRESIDENT’S REPORT (Kirke MacMillan)

Previous Action Items:

· A hit counter has been added to the website.

· AGM minutes for 2004 and 2005 have been posted on the website.

· No auditor has been found for the NNRA accounts.

· Kirke MacMillan and Mike Rich met with Koers & Associates Engineers regarding the update of the sewer cost estimate.  Report follows in these minutes.

· At this time the RDN has no plans for action after receiving the updated sewer cost estimate.

· Kirke MacMillan is in the process of contacting other Nanoose associations regarding the RDN website and will review their comments with Carol Mason.

New  Items:

· Bob Lapham has resigned his position with the RDN.

· The President’s Report for the AGM will be circulated to the Directors for comment prior to the AGM.

4. TREASURER’S REPORT (Frank Herman) 

· Account balance is $1503.15.  

· $1750 has been received for memberships this year, with 3 more to deposit in the bank. 

· Concern noted again regarding the portion of the NNRA budget taken by the Newsletter and associated costs (printing, postage and mailing).

5. MEMBERSHIP REPORT  

· An updated membership list was forwarded to Kirke MacMillan by Diane Hill.  There are a total of 178 paid up members for this year.

· Action – Diane Hill again requested to forward the updated membership list electronically to the Directors, prior to the AGM.

6. ANNEXATION BY PARKSVILLE (Kirke MacMillan)

· An e-mail from Carol Mason regarding the possibility of annexation of the Northwest Nanoose (Madrona) area by Parksville was read and discussed.  The e-mail stated that Parksville has no interest in acquiring this area at the present time.

· Comments from the discussion:

· There is concern that the high assessment values of the area make it attractive as an annexation target.

· NPORA had considered incorporation earlier, although those present weren’t aware of the details.  
Action – Kirke MacMillan to research the previous history

· There was a request to the RDN to provide legislative references relating to annexation.  None were received.
· There was a suggestion to contact the Ministry of Community Services (Derek Trimmer) to request information.
Action – Kirke MacMillan to draft a letter to Derek Trimmer.
7. RDN RECREATON SERVICES MASTER PLAN SURVEY RESULTS (Mike Gray / Dave Jamieson)

· Mike Gray presented the results and his analysis of the survey recently sent to NNRA residents.

· Noted that the survey was supposed to have been included with the last newsletter, but was accidentally not forwarded to the printers after being sent for layout.  This necessitated a separate mailing.

· The summary of the survey results is attached to these minutes.

· After discussion of the survey summary and associated comments, it was decided to send a blank copy of the survey along with the calculations, comments and summary to Mr. G. Holme, our Area E Director with copies to Mr. T. Osborne, Manager of Recreation and Parks, and Ms. C. Mason, Chief Administration Officer, RDN.
Action – Mike Gray to forward information
8. MEETING WITH KOERS & ASSOCIATES ENGINEERING (Kirke MacMillan)
· On May 10 Mike Rich and Kirke MacMillan met with Dave Shillabeer and Matt Palmer of Koers & Associates to discuss the revised sewer system cost estimate.

· The Koers representatives expected the update to be completed within a month.

· They anticipated a 30% increase in costs from the current estimate.

· More detailed design is required before the estimate can be refined to better than the current +/- 30% estimating accuracy.

· There was discussion regarding the availability of Infrastructure funds.  There are no more funds available for 2006 and there is a waiting list for 2007.

· Funds are distributed according to the urgency of the project.  The opinion of those present was that Madrona sewers would likely not have a high urgency.

9. AGM – JUNE 5, 2006, 
· President and Secretary are completing the first year of their two year terms.

· Vice-President (Dave Jamieson) and Treasurer (Frank Herman) have agreed to stand for another term.

· Director Mike Gray has agreed to stand for another term.

· Details for the AGM:

· Greg Field to post new AGM notice on the 7 notice boards – target date May 29

· 30 copies of the 2004 and 2005 AGM Minutes are required (GF to obtain)

· Greg Field to obtain the key and open the hall at about 6:15 pm for setup of chairs.

· 3 people are required for registration – Mike Gray, Dave Jamieson, and Greg Field will assist if required.

· Greg Field to bring receipts for membership payments at the registration table.  (Also to contact Diane Hill regarding this)

· Election Officer(s) – Kirke MacMillan to ask Mike Rich / Janet Farooq to oversee the elections

· Diane Hill and the Social Committee to handle refreshments

· Guests (N. Avery and G. Holme) were requested to arrive at approximately 7:45 pm.

10. OTHER ISSUES
Vancouver Island Railway:

· Discussion ensued regarding the Vancouver Island Railway and the current state of ownership transfer.

· Concern was expressed that this project could be a “money pit” for those involved, including the RDN.

11. ADJOURNMENT 

· The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:50pm.

NNRA Rrecreation Survey
Summary

Out of 187 surveys distributed 48 were returned for a 25.67% return factor.

No score was given if a question was not answered with either a yes or no. This accounts for not all questions having a total of 48.

1. 69 % of the people surveyed were not aware of the present Recreational tax costs.

2. Only 30% of those who responded said they would support more tax dollars for Recreational Services.  A few of these indicated support was conditional on the service proposed.

3. 88 % said they would like to see Nanoose’s Recreational tax dollars spent in Nanoose Bay.

4. 81 % of the people care as to where their money is spent within District 69.

5. 74 % would like to see taxes based on a set property (parcel) tax.

6. 81 % did not support new facilities being built when existing facilities have a less than 60% recovery rate.

7. 89 % indicated that before spending more tax dollars on new Recreational Facilities the RDN should explore the use of existing private facilities.
8. In general, comments ranged from A to Z, and can be viewed at the Annual General Meeting, however, the most common theme seemed to be that planning should be directed toward year round outdoor activities such as more trails and less construction of buildings that are costly to maintain.
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
